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Data Day/Waiver Days

Every site will have a Data Day Advisory Committee (DDAC).  At the minimum this committee will consist of an instructional coach, a classroom teacher, a classroom based specialist, and an administrator. Applications for committee participation need to be submitted to building administration on a yearly basis.  The management will determine the objectives for the data days based on the district learning plan.  The DDAC develops a standards based plan to meet the district learning objectives based on site needs.  Each plan will include time to review and discuss multiple forms of data, time to collaborate, time for new learning, and time for individual planning to implement new learning.  The DDAC will also review the evaluations and formative assessments from each day and make adjustments to future days.  In addition, Data Days will be discussed at joint Association/management meetings as defined in section 1.4. consistent with the program input section of the contract.

Sites with a site leadership or another appropriate committee that meets the above membership criteria may use the existing committee to perform the above function.  

Specialists who do not teach classes in the building may submit a request as a group to meet collectively during Data Day(s).  The request must be submitted to management prior to Data Day. Individual specialists have the discretion to choose to attend the site Data Day or their district-wide specialist meeting.
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Planning Time and Professional Time

The Association and the District have agreed to allow staff to be flexible with the scheduling of planning time and professional time in order to best meet the needs of students and staff.  The intent of the agreement is to create the opportunity for flexibility in designing alternative schedules and is not in any way intended to decrease the planning time that staff receive within their contracted work time.  For example, teams that are unable to schedule collaboration time during Professional Time, may agree to use planning time instead if all of the effected staff and their supervisor(s) agree to the change.  In addition a school staff may agree to restructure their time consistent with 7.2.A.1.k. Collaboration.
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
